birthday, | walked into alarge bank in my hometown. At thetime, | had everything | thought would make me
happymdash;the job, the apartment, the life. My closet was full of impressive corporate clothing, and my business card
carried the name of a prestigious company that garnered respect in every room | entered. | looked like aguy on the
right path who was most likely walking into the bank to deposit his monthly paycheck. But deep down inside, | was no
longer enamored with the life Irsquo;d created.
